Course Description: 

This course undertakes a critical examination of US relations with the countries of Eastern

Africa. It examines the basis of US relations with the individual countries in the region

(Kenya, Uganda, Tanzania, Somalia, Ethiopia, Rwanda and Burundi and Zaire) and

particularly analyses the different policies of the US with each of the states; the course also

examines the different responses of the individual states to US policy, and eventually makes

a comparative survey of US policies and responses in the Eastern Africa region.

The objectives of this course are to seek a critical and detailed understanding of the forces

and issues that animate US policy in this region, and to provide students with the critical

tools with which to analyse these trends and forces.
