MODULE AIMS AND OBJECTIVES

This module aims to establish technical and creative skills for still photography. Historical
landmarks in photography and photojournalism provide fertile case studies for analysis, in
turn stimulating learner creativity in the production and presentation of self-directed
photographic projects. Learners will acquire an understanding of technical issues such as
digital work-flow and manipulation, coupled with an appreciation of the convergence of still
photography with digital filmmaking practice, acknowledging the increasingly widespread use
of DSLR camera techniques within the motion picture industry.
